Lab Information and Lab Requirements Questionnaire

Lab Sessions:  Unisys will provide typical Unisys and Microsoft software on approximately 15 workstations; connections can be made to the internet via the hotel supplied ISP. Actual configuration will be decided closer to the conference based on the responses to the Lab Questionnaire.

Our current plan is to provide the following minimum equipment configuration:

· Hardware

· Dell Latitude E6410

· Intel® Core™ i5-520M (2.4GHz, 3M cache) with Turbo Boost Technology 

· 14.1" UltraSharp™ WXGA+(1440x900) Anti-Glare LED

· 4.0GB, DDR3-1066MHz SDRAM

· 320GB 7200rpm Hard Drive
· Standard Conference A/V (LCD, screen, etc.)
· Software

· Windows 7

· “Standard” Unisys internal desktop software configuration, including MS Office 2007 Professional, Symantec Protection Agent, Symantec AntiVirus, Internet Explorer 8

· Additional Windows Components may include IIS 7 and MSMQ

Since we have such a wide variety of products being supported in the Lab it will be necessary to stage the machines well before the conference. We have found that the most effective way to do this is to fully configure one “master” workstation with all of the software required for every Lab session. We then use “ghost” technology to copy that image and replicate it for the 15 workstations that make up the Labs. The master PC will be staged in a Unisys facility, probably in Roseville, MN. Unisys personnel will have access to the machine via the internal network. Non-Unisys personnel can arrange remote access using desktop sharing technology such as Microsoft LiveMeeting or WebEx.

 

If your Lab requires any special software setup you should plan for at least two sessions to stage the software for your Lab. The first session is to install your software on the “master” workstation. Then after all of the products have been installed we will make one “ghost” copy, and ask everyone to do a quick test of their Lab setup before we continue with the replication process.
